JOB RESPONSIBILITIES
1. For the purpose of performing main functions, Well Construction Engineer Geologist is entrusted with the following job duties:

· Analyze, systematize and summarize geological data and other factual materials, interpret results of geophysical and geochemical acquisitions.

· Prepare graphics depicting geological structure of the deposit (schemes, maps, plans, cross-sections, diagrams, logs, etc).

· Participate in the new wellfield designing process.
· Participate in the determination of parameters of new and existing wellfields.

· Participate in planning, organizing and closure of drilling operations.

· Analyze causes of idle time, failures and substandard quality of well construction.

· Maintain records and required reports on completed wells and those under construction.

· Participate in contractor management activities as related to conformance of production and technology requirements, quality of work, health and safety, fire, environment and subsoil protection activity.

· Participate in the development of actions for improving and enhancing efficiency of drilling contractors’ activity.

· Develop technical documentation (well drilling specs) for well construction and ensure compliance with it.

· Monitor drilling operations.

· Compile work schedules for well construction.

· Allocate drilling rigs.

· Collect, analyze of well data, plot geological cross-sections in the AtomGeo system.

· Engage with adjacent structural units within their competence;

· Operate vehicles of the Company in accordance with internal procedures, road rules of the RK and other RK regulations related to driving safety;

· Ensure their personal compliance with all relevant policies, procedures, instructions and other documents of the Employer within their competence;

· Perform a set of geological studies during subsoil investigation and resolving other geological problems;

· Prepare standalone and joint reports on geological results of works, develop other geological documents (feasibility reports, draft conditions, reserve estimations, etc.);

· Ensure and supervise compliance with guidance, instructions and requirements for geological exploration of mineral resources and exploration operations;

· Participate in mineral resource sampling programs;

· Provide geological supervision over technological examination of mineral resources in the commercial production environment;

· Participate in test survey and subject-specific efforts, in reserve estimation, adoption of new technologies and equipment;

· Compile reference collections of rock specimens, determine rock properties based on their technological qualities (drillability, strength, rippability, etc.) and geological complexity category of the area explored;

· Summarize materials from the geological database as related to the area explored;

· Participate in the preparation of applications and obtaining of exploration licenses, land use documents required for geological activities, permits from other authorities (sanitary and epidemiological stations, etc.);

· Prepare and submit, in due manner, records and reports related to geological studies;

· Ensure and supervise compliance with the requirements for recording and storing geological materials, legislation related to exploration, subsoil use, subsoil and environment protection, health and safety, fire safety of exploration operations;

· Manage activities of geological technicians and other workers.
